Most flights will depart from a US destination on June 15 and have a layover in 
Europe. Schedule a flight to arrive at the Kenya Airport on the evening of June 
16th. Return flight departing on the evening of June 28th.
 
A D D I T I O N A L  R E Q U I R E M E N T S
Tourist Visa
Each pilgrim will need to secure their own tourist visa for “single entry” into 
Kenya. Visas can be purchased at the airport in Kenya for $25 USD if your 
passport is valid for not less than 6 months. Travelers with newer passports 
(issued after 12/15/09) can visit http://kenyaembassy.com/visa for more details and 
an application for a tourist visa.

Vaccinations
Official certification is not required for entry. However, immunizations are strongly 
recommended for Yellow Fever, Hepatitis A, Typhoid and Malaria when visiting 
Kenya. Consult a doctor for more details.

St. Aloysius Gonzaga High 
School serves HIV/AIDS 
affected young people in 
the Kibera slum of Nairobi, 
Kenya. Every student at St. 
Al’s has lost one or both of 
his or her parents to AIDS. 
Despite the amazing accom-
plishments at St. Al’s, condi-
tions are not ideal. The old 
school building has capacity 
for 280 students and is dark, 
small, stuffy and not condu-
cive to learning.

Thankfully, the new school 
will open in June! This new 
facility will greatly enhance 
the students’ learning expe-
rience with twelve class-
rooms, three science labo-
ratories, a chapel, two com-
puter  centers ,  several 
offices, and a dining hall.
